Thus, we require that all
applicants will have read and absorbed select books within the Resources section at
www.ContemporaryCatholic.org. For those who have no theological training, we will
suggest that you either enroll in a seminary program near you, which must be approved
by our president or his/her delegate, or you enroll in Global Ministry University for
distance learning through the Internet.
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A criminal background check (not financial or other kind of check) will be performed as
a part of this application process, particularly so that people who have a predilection for
harming others will not potentially inflict harm on others through this diocese. To
complete and submit this application in its entirety, you thereby consent and authorize
this investigation. The results will remain a confidential part of this application and will
remain the property of The Catholic Diocese of One Spirit.
